Arkansas Crossroads
8" finished, 8 1/2" unfinished

This block is very simple to piece and makes a wonderful signature quilt.

Cutting:

A.) Floral Fabric-Cut eight 2 1/2" squares
B.) Tone on Tone-Cut four 2 1/2" squares
C.) White on White Fabric-Cut two 4 1/2" squares

Piecing:
1.) Make two 4-patches out of floral and tone-on-tone fabrics.

2.) Draw a diagonal line on the backside of the remaining four 2 1/2" floral squares.

3.) Place two of the floral squares, wrong side up, on opposite corners of each of the 4 1/2"
background squares.

4)) Sew on the drawn lines. Trim off 1/4" outside of stitched line. Iron back
triangles to complete square.
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5.) Assemble Block.
