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Paper Piecing Patterns for Peppermint Swirls sawtooth block. 

Make sure you check the size of the square below. It should 
measure 1 inch square. If it doesn't, reset your printer options to 
print at 100%. 

M stands for muslin and R stands for red fabric.
Red and Cream Checkerboard block

Fabric:
	 1 five inch square of Christmas or 
holiday fabric. Fussy cut the fabric so the motif 
is in the center.  This would be a great block to 
show off those wonderful embroidery motifs.
	 8 two inch muslin squares
	 8 two inch red squares (any red goes)

Assemble 2 three square rows to place on the 
top and bottom of center motif (Diagram A) 
.Attach to opposite sides of the center motif.
Assemble 2 five square rows to place on the 
top and bottom of the block (diagram B). 
Attach to the remaining sides of the center 
motif.

Red and Cream Sawtooth block

Fabric (please read instructions first):
	 1 five inch square of Christmas or holiday fabric. Fussy 
cut the fabric so the motif is in the center.  This would be a 
great block to show off those wonderful embroidery motifs.
	 8 - 2 3/8" squares  muslin fabric cut in half on the 
diagonal
	 8 - 2 3/8" squares red squares (any red goes) cut in half 
on the diagonal

Using your favorite method, assemble 16 two inch finished 
half square triangles of red and muslin. On the guild website 
there are paper piecing patterns to complete the half square 
triangles. If you choose to paper piece your half square 
triangles, you will need to cut your squares larger.
Assemble 3 half square triangles into a row (diagram c). 
Repeat. Attach to top and bottom of the motif square.
Assemble five half square triangles into a row (diagram d).  The 
last square is flipped, I recommend laying out the half square 
triangles before assembling. It is very easy to get a square 
turned the wrong way.  Repeat. Attach to the left and right 
hand sides of the block.
